(INTERCULTURALISM AND MEDIATION IN THE BALKANS)
This study programme in cultural management and cultural policy lasts 1 year.

The programme consists of lectures, project development, case studies, study visit to one of the countries from the Region (students participation fee), the internship of 3 to 6 months in a cultural institution and work on the final thesis. It runs from October 1 2007 to September 30 2008.

In addition non-French-speaking students will have the possibility to attend the French language.
Teaching methods include theoretical lectures with demonstration, case studies, research works, study visits in Serbia and the Region, discussion with professionals, round tables etc. 

The lectures will be held in French (with consecutive translation in English) or in English. 

Students are required to regularly attend the courses. 

MA Diploma in Cultural Management awarded by the University of Arts in Belgrade, will be awarded to students that have successfully: 

- attended the whole programme and passed all the exams; 

- written a report on internship;

- written and defended MA thesis on a cultural topic.

French speaking students may also be awarded the French Diplôme universitaire français de 3e cycle of l’Université Lyon 2.

The Government of France will award several scholarships for a internship in cultural institutions in France to French-speaking students having achieved the best results.
